Clearing and widening work will progress through Epau Village towards Pangpang. Side drains and pavement will be constructed between Ekipe and Epau. Pavement finishing and sealing work will continue between Onesua and Epule. Crews will also tidy up the work sites and relocate plant for the Christmas Holiday close down period.
Traffic Caution

Traffic flows on the Lelepa Hill and Klehm’s Hill will continue to be restricted to one lane while the guardrail and concrete pavement is constructed. There will also be total road closures while the concrete trucks discharge. Twenty-four hour traffic control will be in place and road users are urged to comply with the safety signs and the directions of the traffic controllers on site.
